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DEMO:Sorby Guy, Clive Brooks, and How Tools Work 

Two hours of Sorby tools touching wood and dia-
mond hones, who could ask for more. Well, maybe 
an other hour but Clive couldn’t talk by then.  He 
demoed about seven of their tools, explained the 
sharpening of them and why they were designed 
better than others peoples.  

Stub center drive doesn’t drill holes in the wood 
when it slips like the point & 4 prongs type. The 
prong is on a stiff spring and the teeth remind me 
of a saw blade. With so many teeth, they don’t 
have to be driven into the wood. This light pres-
sure allows the drive to slip (point holds the wood 
in place) in case of catches. Sorby even has a short one that fits into your 4-jaw 
chuck for the lazy turners. (Note: Ray sold out before the night was over). 

Spindle Master is a skew-
gouge. It’s just what Doug 
(Mister Skew) needs. It rolls, 
does peeling cuts and comes 
in 3 sizes. Ray said he will try 
to order the small handled 
½” one. Touch the heel to 
the wood first then the bevel. 
Sharpen with a diamond 
stone across the flat top. 

Multi-tipped Hollow tool with the tear drop cutter is a 
great scraper. Be sure to use it flat side of the handle 
down to counteract torque. The tip can be moved to 
allow you to reach all the hard to scrap places. Sharpen 
it with a diamond hone flat on the top at 90 degrees. As 
the name indicates, it comes with another tip for hol-
lowing out those long neck things. Don’t use it at more 
than 45 degrees with the flat part down. Sharpen 

across the flat as usual. 
Comes as a straight or 
bend shank model. 

Friction Sander uses the 
power of the rotating wood to run. Electric sand-
ers produce lots of dust and heat. This one just 
has a light touch because with the multi-tool 
scrapping the torn grain gets you to ~#150 grit. 
Clive uses #180 – 400 grits for bowls.

Texturing Tool changes the patterns 
on the wood depending on the tip, 
speed, pressure and time across the 
surface. The surface must be smooth 
(sanded) before use as the contrast 
between the smooth & textured sur-
face is what stands out. This tool will 
work on side & end grain wood 
(Chatter tool only works on end 
grain).  

Spiraling Tool with the 
texturing wheel is a better 
buy—two tools for one 
price . Spiraling makes 
deeper cuts in the wood. It 
has a mark down the top 
of the handle and a refer-
ence saddle to help with reproducing a pattern. This tool should be 
run at about 500 rpm and is quit noisy when it starts. Lift the handle 
until the noise turns into a swishing sound. Spiral the ends of bowls 
before hollowing as you need a thick supported edge. 

Easier Beader is backwards from other similar tools. Most have a 
semi-circle bead shape with small flats on both sides. It works but 
your beads are farther apart. Sorby’s is two quarter circles with a point 
in the middle. The drawing on the board leaded to wolf whistles and a 
red faced Clive. This is a scraper so sharpen it across the flat top. This 
tool comes in several “cup” sizes. 

Hard wood scraper was designed for 
bagpiper makers, but we can use it too. 
The reverse angle grind lets this tool 
produce clean finishes on end grain, 
stabilized wood and plastics. Use it 
with the bevel up and the flat part 
down. Sharpen across the flat.
