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Platters on a Vacuum Chuck with Deane Cox 
Deane used a bowl gouge and lots of “Oh- 
Dear-Cuts”. For a short-cut, he started 
with 4S4 dried cherry about 1” thick.  

Center it on the lathe, bring up the tail 
stock and true it up. Mark out the design 
and  turn the bottom first. True up the 
edge and then round up the edge.  

Add a bead to the edge. Deane uses a 
pyramid tool for the bead edge and in 
lots more places.  

Turn a gripping dovetail shaped tenon 
for the 4-jawed chuck. Re chuck it. 

Turn the face side of the platter.  

With the vacuum chuck on the lathe, 
rechuck the platter face onto the vacuum 
chuck. Use the tail stock (Deane has his 
threaded on a Morse taper) as a reference 
point for centering.  

Cut off the dovetail tenon and finish the 
bottom. With the vacuum chuck, there is 
no hole on the face of the platter and no 
fooling with jam chucks.  

I want one now (just finished with the 
jam chuck not fitting tight enough and my Cole jaws  
being too small).

First, a quick introduction.  I am a retired 
Army officer now working as a Museum Edu-
cator at James Madison's Montpelier, in Or-
ange County, VA.  I have received approval to 
do preliminary inquiries into the possibility of 
bringing historically accurate woodturning to 
Montpelier…. We are aware from documen-
tary research ...that there was considerable 
craft activity on the huge Piedmont planta-
tion, including a separate carpentry shop, a  
forge operation, a wheelwright, and, impor-
tantly, a woodturning shop.  While we are as 
yet uncertain as to the exact number and 
types of lathes maintained at Montpelier, we 
imagine that there would have been at least 
one big wheel (human powered) lathe, and 
probably also one or more spring lathes - both 
historically accurate for the late 1700s and 
early 1800s. This email is an initial inquiry to 
see if there are any members of Richmond 
Woodturners who 1) have knowledge of his-
torical woodturning here in Virginia during 
the late 1700 and early 1800s, and who 2) 
might be interested in helping us build one or 
more historically accurate lathes of the types 
that might have been used on the plantation 
at that time.  (I believe you may be the largest 
organized group of woodturners closest to 
Montpelier, which is why I am sending you 
this memo.) We very much need assistance in 
this effort if we are to make it a success!
