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Texturing & Finishing with Brian Nobel-Marx 

Texturing only select parts of your turning will 

push it into the next level of finishing. Brian said 

you can use a wire brush, different shaped burrs, 

#7 gouges for sweeping carving across the grain, 

“V” patterns for nice shadows, or a leather stamp 

(Tandy Leather)for background or shadows. The 

texture can be smooth, raised, burned, or sand 

blasted (early wood is effected). He leaves the 

turning on the lathe and rotates it over & over 

while texturing the piece in random spots. A Forham with a ball burr (2-3 siz-

es) and different depths made for an interesting pattern (like soap bubbles). 

A “▲” burr should be used with the grain and 

only in forward direction. Wire brush is good to 

remove the fuzzy after hard finishing. Too much 

texturing gets too busy. Brien suggests an odd 

number of bands and not evenly spaced.  

Thin walled vases need support, fill them with 

sand or texture them before hollowing. 

Raised patterns – crush the fibers first with steel 

wire & hammer. Turn away the wood to the depth of the crushed wood. 

Smooth & steam the wood back. 

Painting – first mask the area, use a putty 

knife to mush down the tape edges or Put liq-

uid masking tape (Ben Franklin, latex peels 

off, gets into pores better than tape, $$) in are-

as not to be painted. Undercut the fibers to 

stop wicking. 

Sand blasting – masking tape is too thin use 

acetate to cover areas not to be blasted. Attach 

it with rubber cement and clean up around the 

edges with an eraser. Blast away. [Continued page2]

fast. Have a bucket of water handy. Use 

sheet metal patterns and a small torch. Keep 

the pattern flat, use gloves and hold tight to 

the wood. Wire brush over a trash can to 

control the carbon dust. Last step before fin-

ishing Danish oil, let it dry a week before 

covering with lacquer. 

Finishing –Sand to #1000 grit, 3 coats of 

Wood turner finish (Woodcraft) sand to 

#2000, and then 2 more coats.
