A good way to save cut-offs of ex-
pensive wood. Chuck cuts off the
corners of turning blocks before
turning and then he glues them to-
gether into a block. Veneer be-
tween the seams hides the fact the
block was made from cut-offs. Be
sure to remove the wax form exot-
ic wood, let the wood dry suffi-
ciently, keep the grain direc-
tion constant, and make good
right angles & flat sides for
good glue up. Chuck likes
Titebond original recipe for the
glue-up and leaves it overnight
for a strong bond.

pine core and
ash or cherry

good wood go
further. Be sure the sides are flat and no
gaps in the glue-up.
