Burls with Robert G 
We have had a demo on 
chain sawing up big burls; 
now we need to know how to 
turn them safely. The big 
holey burl Robert tapes them 
up a lot with nylon thread 
tape. Spindle turn the burl’s 
outside, make a tenon, sand 
then tape. Turn the inside. A 
hairdryer & mineral spirits 
will remove all traces of the 
tape. 

Burls are hard, weird grain pat-
terns and tuff on tools. Use a 
steady rest if you can find a place 
solid all the way around. Robert 
uses an Oneway Big bit; it has lots 
of holding power & will not strip 
the wood.  

Bowls are spindle turned to round 
up and turn a tenon. Remount on-
to a 4-jawed chuck and bring up 
the tail stock. Don’t worry about 
the hairline cracks; worry about the 
bigger voids & cracks. Turn the out-
side & sand.  

Leave the tail stock in place until 
you have to hollow out the center & 
remove the nub. Robert uses a bowl 
gouge and removes the nub with a
