July Demonstration

The July meeting was held at Woodcraft as a joint in-
person and Zoom meeting. Twelve people attended
by Zoom and there was a good in-person gathering.
Steve Schwartz presented his method of applying
stenciled figures to turnings to add value, interest and
the fun of making something besides “brown and
round”. He discussed a variety of techniques for
making stencils of objects and how to apply them. He
also discussed embellishments with wood burning
and texturing. A key closing tip was that a turned
item with poor form is still an item with poor form no
matter how nice the embellishment. Before you
embark on embellishment, be sure you can turn items
with an attractive shape.

August Demonstration
From David Bushman:

August — Barbara Dill will present a multi axis
turning video demonstration. This will include a
discussion about multi axis spindle turning and then
she will use the techniques discussed to create a
twisted three-sided candle holder.

Future Demonstrations

September — We will have two more shop tours
hosted by Ray Deyo and videoed/edited by Stan
VanDruff.

October — The demo will be a joint venture with the
Tidewater Turners. Harvey Meyer will provide a two
part Basket Illusion demonstration. The first 2 hour
session will be at our RWT meeting and the final 1 4
hour session will be at the Tidewater Turners meeting
the following Tuesday. Both sessions will be in
person and via Zoom, so you won't have to drive to
Virginia Beach to see the second session on the
following Tuesday.

November - Ron Campbell with AXE carbide tools
is scheduled to do an interesting demo with his
carbide tools. Ron will present a video demonstration
where he makes a beautiful open form from a piece
of wood that you would consider to be scrap. After
viewing this you will think twice before you dispose
of this piece of wood.

Bradford Pear bowl: 8.5” x 4”, finished with Table
Top varnish. [ cheated and bought a stencil at
JoAnn’s, traced stencils on bowl and modified
outlines to look something like birds I was trying to
depict, and then burned tracings onto bowl. I painted
birds and leaves with acrylic paint. To say I have a
way to go is an understatement - but it was my first
From Steve Kellner: try so can only get better from here!

Pecan bowl about. 7—1/2' in diameter. It is finished
with Myland's High Friction Polish.

From Katherine Harris:
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All are made from the same mahogany piece. The
smaller two were turned after I purchased a bowl
bottom gouge.

Wood unknown: It was a gift. It is thought to be
wood from Australia.

From Chuck Horton:

White oak platter, 13" diameter, finished with wipe
on poly.
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From Bob Silkensen:

This bowl measures 19.5" dia. x 2.5" tall. The black
area was all burn textured and then painted with
water-based India ink as demonstrated last month.
The bowl was then finished with Wipe on poly.

From David Bushman:

Here is my latest. It is 8" maple.

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I tapped my inner Avelino to create this with an
unusual twist (no pun intended). | offset the axis
when | made the hole for the ring, so that when you
look at it the hole is off to one side. The hollowing
was on the main axis through a 3/4" diameter virtual
hole. It is black walnut with an African blackwood
ring. The finish is wipe on poly.

From Royal Wood:

Red maple burl segmented bowl! with purple heart.
9.5” x 5”. The segments were made from the sliced
burl.

From David
Sterling: If you are having trouble getting your face
plates off your head stock shaft there is a cure. | use
gallon milk jug washers. Drill to the size of your
shaft then trim with scissors to fit around shaft and
your problem is solved. Ta-Dal!!

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Allen Wrench Keeper Always looking for an Allen
wrench that fits a set screw or band saw guide?
Katherine Harris glues a small magnet to the large
tool frame and keeps the right size Allen wrench
stuck to it.

Jammed Dust Collection Blast Gates?
From Dan Lutrell: Ever have a problem with blast
gates not closing full to dust in the slide?
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Here is the photo with the gate completely closed.

Notice the corners of the slide into the 3/4” holes.
The slide will push the collected dust into the void
area and not prevent closure. There will be slight
leakage when the gate is open, but this is negligible.

Questions and Answers

Chuck Horton wonders if there is a way to detect
sanding scratches before applying finish? He often
finds that after sanding with 400 grit and careful
inspection under bright light, there are still scratch
marks that become visible after applying finish.

Ray Kallman of Tidewater Turners offers this
solution. I mix sanding sealer with lacquer thinner
in 50:50 mix. First, I sand the piece to 220 or 320 and
then use a paper towel to apply the mixture. It soaks
into and seals the wood, and dries quickly. It will
show off every tool or sanding mark. Then you know
where to go back and re-sand. Once I’m satisfied and
sand further), I use another finish over it. I first heard
about this mixture in the club and learned more on
one of the woodturning web sites. Maybe Captain
Eddie. Different sources will have various
proportions like 70/30, so I don’t think the 50/50
needs to be exact. I’ve used that mixture for years. |
used to use Deft sanding sealer. It was cheap and
worked well but it’s getting harder to find (and the
price is going up).
