There are creative jigs everywhere and many, but
little-known, handy products are out there. .We have been
impressed with every shop visited and rewarded by how
many times we have visited a shop that has done or acquired
something that was identified in previous tour. Every
objective for doing the tours has been realized. 4) Every shop
owner was proud of their shop, as they should be. Regardless
of size or location, they have tailored their shops to personal
taste and needs. 5) Every shop owner was humble—happy
to share what they have learned, eager to adopt others’
ideas in their own shop and open a one-on-one dialog with
other members about the tour if so desired.
